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Activities carried out within the community, to help women make an informed choice about breast screening, and to increase uptake of breast screening attendance.
Breast screening can save your life.
1. Women will receive three weeks’ notice of appointment day, date and time which can be changed if unsuitable by calling 0141 880 8800.
2. Contact will be made to health improvement colleagues and learning disability teams working in the area, informing them of the screening in the community.

3. When possible, a small article about the service may be submitted to the local newspaper.  The Housing Association will also be contacted and asked if screening information could be displayed on their website, and if possible, screening information will be shown on all solus screens in the area.

4. An information pack containing a covering letter, posters and leaflets etc. will be sent out to local pharmacies, hairdressers, opticians, dentists, podiatrists, nail bars, beauty salons, local community halls and church halls.  

5. When possible, a breast screening information display will be set up in local community halls, leisure centers, health centers, bingo halls and shopping centers.  A talk about breast screening and being breast aware will be presented to women’s groups etc. before and for the duration of screening women within the community.

6. The practice will receive a full audit report detailing uptake, cancers found, list of defaulters and declines.  This is sent out 6 months after screening the practice.

           We are looking to achieve at least a 70% uptake to make an impact on mortality.
